Five Series V models come with variable horsepower (VHP)
engines. VHP delivers standard power in the first two gears,
and up to 15% more power in gears 3 through 8 for im-
proved performance in high-speed, heavy-load applications.

Champion’s Modular Power Train

The Series V's power train components are individually
“isolation mounted” to the frame. This modular design dis-
tributes the weight to optimize pushing and cutting capability
and simplifies servicing.

The Champion 8400 transmission is geared to the power
curve of our engines to match the speed requirements of any
application. The 8400’s electronic controller lets operators
customize shift patterns for cyclical work, automatically
returning to the gear last selected when changing direction.

The Champion direct-drive power train uses an oil-cooled
master clutch for smooth starts even with a fully loaded
moldboard. And Champion’s Gearco final drives can be
locked or unlocked on the fly.

Blade down pressure is the measure of the cutting force a
grader can exert at the moldboard edge. Champion Series V
graders are designed to optimize weight distribution by
means of a longer blade base than competing graders.
As a result, the Series V delivers superior blade down
pressure in every weight class.

The key to earth moving capability is not only horsepower,
but the amount of weight directly over the grader’s drive
wheels. The Series 's higher rear weight helps increase
traction at the drive wheels, reducing slip and giving
Champion graders the best drawbar pull in the industry.

The Series V's circle drive
pinions are driven by dual
hydraulic cylinders, so
maximum turning power is
available instantly, allowing
operators to turn and hold

the moldboard even under (
full foad.

Its
lower, narrower noseplate, lower blade lift arms and
superior blade control geometry provide a clear view
to grade stakes, curbs and grader attachments.

Operator Environment

The Series V's short-throw, low-effort hydraulic controls
offer industry-standard function with almost no learning
curve for operators. All controls and gauges are either
directly ahead in the control pedestal, or easily accessible
in the right-hand console.

Small touches such as door holdbacks with both interior
and exterior releases, sliding upper side windows for
added ventilation, opening lower front windows for added
visibility, a coat hook with tieback, and a convenient cup
and lunch box holder all make the Series V cab a great
place to work.

With Champion’s closed-center load-sensing hydraulics,
Series V graders achieve a new level of precision and
responsiveness —a 30% improvement in implement
response.

The side console contains the “Smart Shifter” single-
lever transmission controller and the hand throttle, and
provides convenient right-hand access to switches for
wipers, lights, climate control and other accessories.

Maintaining clear sight lines to all work areas is essential to
productivity. That's why we’ve given the Series V cab more
glass and fess steel, and lowered the front glass dividing bar
for maximum visibility to the work area.



The Series V pedestal with digital gear
indicator contains all hydraulic controls,
priority gauges and the 3-level electronic
monitoring system. Pedestal lean and
control head tilt are fully adjustable to suit
gach operator's personal reach and comfort
requirements.

With steps on the grader tandems, grab
rails and large cabinet-type doors on the
engine cowling, the Series V offers easy
access fo maintenance points and radiator
clean-out.

The Series V's radiator is at the rear of the
engine compartment — not directly behind
the operator.
